O Lord, you bave taught us that without love whatever we do is worth nothing: Send your Holy Spirit and pour inte our
hearts your greatest gift, which is love, the true bond of peace and of all virtue, without which whoever lives is accounted
dead before you. Grant this for the sake of your only Son Jesus Christ, who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit,

one God, now and for ever. Amen.



The Old Testament
Leviticus 19: 1-2, 9-18
The LORD spoke to Moses, saying:

Speak to all the congregation of the people of Israel and say to them: You shall be holy, for I the LORD your God
am holy.

When you reap the harvest of your land, you shall not reap to the very edges of your field, or gather the gleam'ngs
of your harvest. You shall not strip your vineyard bare, or gather the fallen grapes of your vmeyard you shall
feave them for the poor and the alien: T am the LORD vour God.

You shall not steal; you shall not deal falsely; and you shall not lie to one another. And you shall not swear falsely
by my name, profaning the name of your God: I am the LORD.

You shall not defraud your neighbor; you shall not steal; and you shall not keep for yourself the wages of a
iaborer until morning. You shall not revile the deaf or put a stumbling block before the biind; vou shall fear your
God: Fam the LORD.

You shall not render an unjust judgment; vou shall not be partial to the poor or defer to the great: with justice you
shall judge vour neighbor. You shall not go around as a slanderer among your people, and you shall not profit by
the blood of your neighbor: [ am the LORD.

You shall not hate in your heart anyone of your kin; you shall reprove your neighbor, or you will incur guilt
yourself. You shall not take vengeance or bear a grudge against any of your people, but you shall love your
neighbor as yourself: T am the LORD.

1 Corinthians 3:10-11, 16-23
According to the grace of God given to me, like a skilled master builder I laid a foundation, and someone else
is building on it. Each builder must choose with care how to build on it. For no one can lay any foundation
other than the one that has been laid; that foundation is Jesus Christ,

Do you not know that you are God's temple and that God's Spirit dwells in you? If anyone destroys God's
temple, God will destroy that person. For God's temple is holy, and you are that temple.

Do not deceive yourselves. If you think that you are wise in this age, you should become fools se that you
may become wise. For the wisdom of this world is foolishness with God. For it is written,
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"He catches the wise in their craftiness,"” -
and again, :

"The Lord knows the thoughts of the wise, that they are futile."

So let no one boast about human leaders. For all things are yours, whether Paul or Apollos or Cephas or the
world or life or death or the present or the future-- all belong to you, and you belong to Christ, and Christ’
belongs to God.
