Adult Christian Formation Offerings for Fall  
Adult Sunday School begins September 27. 

“Waylaid by Light:  The Gospel that John Wrote” written 
by The Rev. Dr. John MacReadie Barr III- This book will 
serve as the text for an in-depth study of the Book of John. 
During this class, we will contemplate what the Book of John 
tells us about Jesus, his character and his personality. We will 
also explore what Jesus is seeking to do in our lives and what 
mission he is sending us on. Books will be available.
